· Approved (with one change): Minutes of Sept 28, 2011 Board Meeting    

· Approved: Treasurer’s Report by Jack Nolan: (2011 Members: 240+; down from 302  (+ 4 comp) members in 2010.   Total Assets $25915.  Insurance bills coming due: $900 + $600 = $1500 for liability.    Probably a low balance will be ~24,000  in early March, when new members dues will begin arriving.  Checking account presently has a $4900 balance. Jack to give Steve the treasurer's report to scan into minutes.

· After a Q&A with Mary Mahoney, LVGA, the OHA board approved donation of  $1K to “SONIC” by March 1 (Save our neighborhoods Integrity and Character).  

The board decided  to mail the newsletter to all 1000+ Oak Hill households.  

DISCUSSED NEWSLETTER POSSIBILITIES: 

· Mail 2 sided newsletter (scotch tape membership card/no return envelope) to all previous OHA members - PLUS mail to newly-moved-in households.  

· Similar to LVGA annual December newsletter and membership drive.

· Similar to 2010 OHA newsletter (8 pages).  The 2010 articles could be used as placeholders; the text would change with submissions about current committee activities

·   We will try to find a volunteer to do the OHA newsletter layout 

· Vivian Breen is trialing “Pages” software on her Mac with a newsletter to be available mid to late February.   (Vivian; has a Feb 2 Mac class.

· Steve will send Vivian the Halloween and Easter Egg photos for insertion in newsletter

· Steve Miller provided links to  Mac training with BCUG (Brookdale Computer User Group)

· We plan to use the LVGA printer to mail. 

·  Carroll Owsinski volunteered to funnel articles to Vivian (Carroll is NOT available February 8th through February 12th).  

·  Vivian will  contribute the Avery Labels from the present tax rolls.  However, the printer appears to request a “list” (file) of addresses that he could print on the envelopes
