BY-LAWS OF THE OAK HILL ASSOCIATION, INC

Membership
Section 1,,
Membership eligibility in the Association shall be limited to those persons residing in: —The area bounded by Middletown-Lincroft, Dwight, Red Hill and Bamm Hollow Roads. The area north of Bamm Hollow, bounded by and including Church Lane and Hillyer Circle.
—Houses within the Green Meadow Development, Ballantine Road, Dale Road, Lefferts Court; houses within the Cedar Hill Development
Section 2..
Upon payment of the current annual dues, an eligible person, his or her spouse and other members of the immediate family shall automatically become members of the Association and accorded the privileges attendant thereto, including but not limited to, the right of the payer and his or her spouse to cast ONE vote at Association meetings, per household
Sections..
The officers of die Association shall consist of a President, a Viee-President, a Secre​tary, and a Treasurer. All officers        serve terms of one year, commencing on the first day of January. This group of officers shall constitute the Board of Directors of the Association,
Section 4..
The Association shall have two regular meetings, one in the Spring and one in the Fall.

The President shall preside at all Association meetings and the meeting will follow a parliamentary procedure.The order of business at regular meetings shall be:

Nominations and Elections Section 7..
Prior to the second regular Association meeting of the year, the President shall appoint a Nominating Committee. The Nominating Committee, at the second tegular Associa​tion meeting, shall report its recommended nominees for officers for the following year.These recommendations shall be published in the Association's Newsletter or in a membership flier/electronic mail priorto the annual meeting.
Section 8..
At the Association's second meeting of the year, in addition to persons nominated by the Nominating Committee, nominations may be made from the floor for any elec​tive position. Names will not be accepted in nomination, either from the Nominating Committee or the soot, unless the nominee is a member of the Association, does not hold elective office in local, county or state governments end has expressed willing​ness to assume the duties and responsibilities of such Association office if elected
Section9,,
A majority of themembers present and voting-aHhe Association's second meeting of the year shall be requited to elect an officer. A ballot process shall be used for any position for which there is more than one nominee.
Vacancy Section 10,.
If an officer of the Association assumes an elected local, county or state governmental office, or moves out of the Association geographic area prior to the expiration of his/ her term, his/her office and authority is immediately terminated All vacancies shall be filled by appoinment of the Board of Directors, in conceit with the eligibility require​ments set forth in Section 8. Such appointments shall be for the balance of the unex-piredtentL
Committees and Representatives Section 11..
The President Shalt appoint such committees as be/she shall deem appropriate. The President shall be a member ex*officio of all committees of the Association and shall have the power to name all members of such committees and the chairman thereof.
Section 12..
The President shall appoint, with the consent of a majorily of the Board of Directors,
all representatives of the Association to other groups and bodies.

Section 13..
Dues shall cover a calendar year, commencing on-the first day of January. Persons eligible for membership in the Association shall not be permitted to participate by voting at meetings or attending Association social functions unless they are current members( i.e., dues paid in current year)
PowenLand Duties of Board of Directors Section 14..
It shall be the duty of the Board of Directors to care for the property of the Associ​ation. It-shall-be the duty of the Board-of Directors to determine policies for the conduct of the Association's affairs, consistent with the specific instructions the Board may receive from the Association. Hie Board shall have the power to raise and expend fends to promote the welfare of the Association and employ all such means, not in conflict with these By-Lays or the Articles of the law of the land, as it may deem proper and advisable to secure the objectives for which the Association is organized However, the Board shall be limited in making commitments for ex​penditures to an amount not in excess of the balance of the treasury.
Section 15..
In addition to the powers and duties noted elsewhere in these By-Law, the President shall act as prime spokesman for the Association, sign all contracts when same have been approved by the Board of Directors. In the absence of the Secretary or Treasurer, the President may appoint another officer Temporary Secretary or Treasurer. If another
Officer is not available, the President may appoint any member to the position of Temporary Secretary or Treasurer. The President may approve routine expenses not in excess of $500.00. When the expenditure amount is in excess of $500.00, Board approval is necessary.
Section 16.,
It shall be the duty of the Vice-President to act and perform all duties of the President in the event of his/her absence or illness.
Section 17..
Tne Secretary shall give notice of all meetings of the Association-and the Board and shall attend all such meetings and keep a true and accurate record of the proceedings. Tne Secretary shall extract policy decisions of continuing significance and distribute cumulative compilations thereof to ali officers, and such committee persons and others as the President may direct. The Secretary shall keep a record of ail correspondence, By-Laws and minutes of the Association.
Section 18..
The Treasurer shall be the official custodian of all funds of the Association and shall keep records relating to all the monies, assets, finances and membership of the Assoc​iation. The Treasurer shall prepare fiscal summaries and budget date as are necessary to the sound financial planning and administration of the Association. The Treasurer shall collect all dues and other monies due the Association as well as disbursing all properly approved expenses of the Association, The Treasurer may approve routine expenses on behalf of the Association in the same manner as provided for the Presi- -dent in Section 15, The Treasurer shall act as fiscal officer and report on &e con*,,-   . dition of the treasury at all regular Association and Board meetings.
Other Section 19.,
The funds of the Association shall be kept at a bank, or banks, approved by the Board of Directors in an account requiring one sijpiature^jf the President, Vice-President or Treasurer. Such accounts) as well as the books of the Association shall be subject to periodic audit by the Board of Directors.

The By-Laws may be amended in the following manner
Any one or more members may file with the Secretary such amendment or amend​ments as he/she may think advisable. Hie Secretaiy shall submit mii amendment or these amendments to the Board of Directors, who, after due and thorough con​sideration, shall report to the Association at its next regular meeting, with a recommendation for or against its adoption, or the Board may recommend al​terations, additions or omissions. The amendment or amendments, in their orig​inal version, must, however, be read at the Association meeting without the al​terations, or omissions recommended by the Board. A. two-thirds vote by the members present and voting shall be required for adoption of the amendments).
