Back in 1959 when Oak Hill as we now know it was a majestic forest  and spacious fields surrounded by rolling hills, construction was started on a development of upscale homes at the intersection of Middletown - Lincroft and Bamm Hollow roads named Oak Hill. Construction of new homes has continued to the present date and Oak Hill is now considered by many to be one of the most prestigious areas in Monmouth County.

The early home owners in Oak Hill saw the need and formed the Oak Hill association to advocate and voice their concerns to the builders, the township, the county and the Garden State Parkway. Over the years, they had the town replace septic tanks with a sewer system, to upgrade utilities, to prohibit construction of a gas station/restaurant on Red Hill Road and in 2005, successfully fought construction of a nursing home and parking lot at exit 114 north bound  and Dwight road. Having common community interests and being transplants from other distant areas, those early residents also formed social clubs and held community events which in time bound them together with a strong sense of community. What a legacy!!!!!

Since interest in the Association has waned in recent years, the Oak Hill Board, Officers and Advisors have decided to designate 2015 to be a year of renewal and revitalization, to bring our community closer together in friendship and concern for this beautiful Oak Hill area of Middletown. In this regard, the Association looks forward to your comments and suggestions on how we can improve and/or expand our service to the Oak Hill community. New clubs/events maybe???
